As an example, green is often seen as a color of
tranquility and tends to be used for outdoor or garden
weddings. Greens and purples are often paired together.
Purple is said to represent luxury and royalty, often giving a
glamorous feel to a wedding. Blues and yellows are often
paired together, especially with nautical or ocean themed
weddings.

The trend of having a destination wedding is growing. So
the invitation industry is also incorporating these invitations
into their albums. Destination wedding invitations show
a preview for the location with the settings and
embellishments on the piece. For weddings by the
water, palm trees, shells, nautical symbols, and tropical
flowers are commonly used. 

Some people will also bring an international theme
to their wedding. By utilizing an Oriental theme,
invitations can have traditional colors and fonts, with
symbols from that culture. This is a nice way to possibly
incorporate a culture or place that is a far distance from
you into your wedding. 

Another popular look for invitations is having
embellishments on them. Items such as bows, flowers,
and layers enhance an invitation and present it with an
original and handmade appeal. Often details such as
bows are hand tied and placed on the invitations. People
who theme their wedding close to a holiday can add
items like hearts, snowflakes, shamrocks, or pumpkins

to their invitations. This can easily be done
with a sticker seal with the symbol for the
invitation, or with an embellishment. 

Along with the embellishments for the
invitations, the layouts can add an extra
touch. Instead of a simple single-page
invite, multifold invitations with pockets
and trifold invitations are most commonly
seen.

With all these options in the design
palette, which includes being able to change the color of
pockets and folders, it is much easier to create a one-of-a-kind
invitation at an affordable price. It is never too early to order
an invitation, as long as you have the date and locations, along
with the times and the guest list. The earlier you get started,
the more time you can spend enjoying the design process
without being under pressure.
